Following the recent nationwide outbreaks of disorder your local Safer Neighbourhood team would like to reassure BIGGIN HILL residents that since Tuesday 9th August we have increased our presence and are now working 12 hours shifts.
There are a number of rumours circulating, so we are taking this opportunity to provide information on incidents that have occurred. 
Monday 08/08/2011 
The ward suffered three commercial burglaries. 
Tuesday 09/08/2011 
Rumours were escalating regarding the possibility of disorder on our ward and commercial premises chose to close early as a precaution. Fortunately, these rumours proved to be untrue.

Wednesday 10/08/2011 
Police and fire brigade attended a call to a vehicle which was abandoned at OAKLANDS LANE. This was a stolen vehicle from another borough. The area was searched for a driver/passengers which resulted with no trace.  

Police and fire brigade also responded to a vehicle which had suffered from arson. 

Thursday 11/08/2011 

A call was made to police regarding youths setting fire to The Biggin Hill Memorial Library and Pool. Your safer neighbourhood team investigated which resulted in no offences so we can confirm that the rumours circulating that this was an attempt to burn the library down were untrue.
We would like to take the opportunity to reassure residents that we have no evidence or suspicion that these incidents are related to the recent national riot/looting disorder.
